By signing and submitting this application form accessible on www.colaisteam.com, you are 
submitting to having read, understood and fully accepted all of Coláiste Árainn Mhóir’s terms and 
conditions, as listed thereafter.

Booking 

• Coláiste Árainn Mhóir reserves the right of attendance on our courses.  
 

• Coláiste Árainn Mhóir reserves the right to refuse admission to a student if there is reason to 
believe that he/she would not benefit from the course e.g. 
 

Example a) If a student does not study irish in school or have enough irish to comply 
with Riail na Gaeilge. 
Example b) For reasons of health and safety 
 

• Coláiste Árainn Mhóir does not take responsibility for errors made by persons filling in the 
course date on the application form. 

• Receipt of completed application form does not guarantee a place on the course.  
• Successful applicants will be informed by email to the email address supplied in the 

application form. The email will request that you confirm acceptance of the place offered by 
paying a deposit of €300 immediatley. 

• If we are unable to offer your student a place, the student placed on a waiting list for 
cancellations.    

• Our response time may vary depending on the volume of applications to be processed. If a 
chosen course is full, Coláiste Árainn Mhóir will contact you and the student will be placed 
on a waiting list. 
 

• When a course is full, a waiting list is opened in accordance with our admissions policy.  

Housing with Friends 

• Students wishing to be accommodated in the same house should name each other on their 
application forms.

• Larger groups will be broken up to twos and/or threes to ensure maximum benefit from the

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Health:  

• Coláiste Árainn Mhóir  reserves the right to cancel or adjust courses in the interests of health 
and safety of students, staff and island community.  
 

• In accordance with HSE guidelines, in the event of your child displaying symptoms of a 
contagious illness e.g. mumps, viral infection, flu, meningitis, etc it will be necessary for you 
to take your child home to avoid the spread of the illness.  
 

• Medical attention is available during courses. Coláiste Árainn Mhóir is not responsible for 
the cost of doctor’s visits, prescriptions or hospitalisation. 
 

• All medicines and medical apparatus must be given to the college authorities/ Bean an tí as 
soon as the course begins. This includes both prescription and non-prescription medicine. 
The Bean an Tí will supervise and monitor the administration of all medicines. Parents must 
explain this requirement to the student. Coláiste Árainn Mhóir accepts no responsibility for 
medicines that are not handed to the Bean an Tí, and that they have not been made aware 
of. Exceptions to this can be granted by the course director in certain cases i.e. epipens, 
inhalers etc
